Discuss how Christian teachings on forgiveness and reconciliation can help resolve conflicts 

like the one in Kiteezi. 

 

(b). What role can the church play in promoting peace and justice in such situations? 

 

Item 2 

 

Sarah, a devout Christian, recently discovered that her brother was involved in a gang that engages 

in robbery and violence. Despite her efforts to dissuade him, he remains deeply involved. Sarah is 

torn between reporting him to the authorities and protecting her family’s reputation. 

 

Tasks: 

 

(a). How should Sarah approach this situation using Christian principles of accountability and 

love? 

 

(b). Discuss the Christian perspective on dealing with family members involved in criminal

MARKING GUIDE TO THE TASKS ABOVE 

 

Section A (Compulsory) 

Item 1: Kiteezi Conflict 

(a) Forgiveness and Reconciliation in Conflict 

Christian teachings encourage forgiveness and reconciliation as pathways to healing (Matthew 

5:9). The community should prioritize dialogue, peace, and restorative justice to resolve disputes. 

(b) Church’s Role in Promoting Peace 

The church can act as a mediator, providing a platform for dialogue and encouraging forgiveness 

among conflicting parties. By fostering unity and justice, the church can help rebuild the 

community. 

Item 2: Sarah’s Family Dilemma 

(a) Accountability and Love in Family Conflicts 

Sarah should confront her brother with love and honesty, holding him accountable while offering 

support to change. The Bible teaches that love must be paired with truth (Ephesians 4:15). 

(b) Dealing with Criminal Family Members
