The tools are categorized  into four  major ones name , tools for content creating,  tools for collaboration, tools for sharing and authoring among others . There are great tools we can use  and how we can use them which include the following  . 
Edmodo for conversation this is where learning takes place  through chats .Edmodo is an educational network that aims at providing teachers with tools to help them connect and communicate with their students and parents. Via the Edmodo app or website, teachers can share content, texts, videos, homework and assignments with their students online.
Powtoon for creating .Powtoon gives anyone the ability to create professional videos and presentations. You can select from royalty-free libraries of animation, live-action video, images, designed backgrounds, soundtracks, and moving graphics, or you can use your own visual content and voiceover.
Chat rooms like hip hat for chaos .The Chat Room is a real-time, text-only chat tool within a site. The Chat Room tool can be used for synchronous, unstructured conversations among site participants who are logged into the site at the same time. Only participants enrolled in the same site may chat using the Chat Room.

The Chat Room tool supports multiple rooms and the default room can be set by the site owner. For example, instructors may choose to create an "Online Office Hours" chat room for student questions and answers. Chat rooms for student groups can also be set up as a space to collaborate among group members across distances.
Google documents for creating. Allows multiple students to write, edit, comment on, and view documents. Students can share documents with the teacher for comments and editing suggestions. Students can work on documents from anywhere they have Internet access. Documents can also be shared publicly.Google Docs has a distinctive feature that allows teachers to monitor each student's development and improvements. The feature allows teachers to see the types of revisions and drafts that have been created for a particular document, as well as which students made edits to each document.
